Welcome to Drivers Education. By enrolling your child in this program you demonstrate the desire to for your child become a lifelong safe driver. Together we can achieve this goal.
The course will begin with a Parent (and student) night designed to orientate both students and parents to the course, its requirements, and foster communication between teacher, student, and parents. This is your child’s first class counting towards the required 24 hrs. of classroom instruction.


The Parent night will be held DAY TIME PLACE


New York State Department of Education mandates that in order to qualify for a Certificate of Completion (MV-285) a student must:
1.Be 16 years old and hold a valid Learner’s Permit prior to the first day of class. Students   

   must carry their permits while driving.

2.Complete 24 hrs of in-car training with 6 hrs behind the wheel and 18 hrs

   of observation. Please note that DMV requires students to complete 50 hrs of supervised  

   driving and submit an MV262 form, signed by a parent or guardian attesting to the  

   completed hrs with 15 hrs occurring after sunset, before a student may take their    

   road test. To ensure that your teenager receives the necessary behind-the-wheel driving     

   time prior taking their listening test be sure to supervised your child driving at least 26 hrs   

   including the 15 night time hours.
3.Complete 24 hrs. of lecture classroom training and earn a grade of 65 or above for both 
   portions of the course. There are no excused absences. All absences must be made up  

   during “Make up Days” at the end of the  course. More than 3 absences will result in  

   failure of the course.

Driver Education, including both classroom and behind-the-wheel instruction. Enrollment for those who have emotional problems or lack sufficient maturity to accept the responsibilities involved should be delayed to a later date.
